North East Syria 

Food Parcels: We supported 1,940 individuals with nutrient-rich food parcels. These parcels aimed 
to alleviate hunger and ensure the wellbeing of families during Ramadan. The total allocated funds 
for this project equaled £20,001.75.

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North west Syria 

Zakat al Fitr (Fitrana): Crucial cash assistance was provided to 1,561 households (7,805 individuals). 
This initiative aimed to alleviate immediate financial burdens and ensure that families could observe 
Ramadan with dignity. 

Food Rations: We supplied food rations to 1,600 households to address food insecurity. These 
rations provided essential sustenance to families, helping them meet their nutritional needs during 
the holy month. 

Special Grant Support: With a total grant allocation of £37,500.00, we distributed additional food 
rations to displaced communities, ensuring access to nutritious meals for those in need.

Ramadan Iftar for University Students: We sponsored and organised a special iftar at a local 
university, catering to the dietary needs of 166 students. This initiative not only provided essential 
nourishment but also fostered a sense of community and support among students during the  
holy month. 

Prosthetic Limbs for Children: Supported by a grant, this initiative provided 10 children with 
prosthetic limbs, enhancing their mobility and independence.

After nearly 9 months of devastating conflict, over 35,000 Palestinians have lost their lives,  
more than 81,000 are wounded and more than 10,000 are still thought to be buried under rubble. 
During the month of Ramadan, we worked tirelessly to provide necessary support to the affected 
community.    

Secure and Dignified Shelter: This project 
included housing solutions, WASH (Water, 
Sanitation, and Hygiene) facilities, and a 
kitchen, ensuring access to clean water, 
sanitation, and nutritious meals. We aimed to 
uphold the dignity and resilience of displaced 
families during the holy month.

Food Convoy from Egypt: During Ramadan we facilitated a significant food convoy from Egypt to 
Gaza, distributing over 200 tonnes of essential items, including rice, pasta, flour, oil, and sanitary 
pads. This intervention provided critical support, ensuring better access to essential food and 
hygiene products to displaced communities during Ramadan. 

Upon arrival, our team worked diligently to unload the trucks and distribute the supplies efficiently to 
those in need. This timely intervention provided critical support to the community, ensuring access 
to essential food items and hygiene products during Ramadan. Through our concerted efforts, we 
aimed to alleviate the hardships faced by the community and enhance their resilience during these 
challenging times.
